On the impact of Green House Gas emissions, Dr.Prakash Rao of WWF India says: 
"The rapid and continued melting of major Himalayan glaciers in the face of rising GHG emissions could cause serious impacts on water availability, agriculture productivity and Hydro power potential in Northern India in the medium term. Including climate concerns into local development planning is critical to a healthy and clean future for our citizens"
Talking of climate change impact on agriculture, Raman Mehta of ActionAid India, says: 
"India is facing a major water crisis and its per capita grain production is declining. Countries like India cannot be expected to cover the cost of adapting to climate change out of their own resources. They will need financial and other help from the rich industrial countries."

"Agriculture and water supplies in the developing world are under threat. The effects will be worst for the rural poor in Asia and Africa. Women, children and the aged will be especially vulnerable. Adaptation efforts must urgently start to address food and livelihood security, especially in the rural areas of the developing world." 
Talking on the threat that Climate Changes poses to India Dr Suruchi Bhadwal of TERI, says:

“Threat to Development and Security requires early action in terms of Mitigating and Adapting to Climate Change. An Agrarian society dependent on natural resources, India is extremely vulnerable to Climate Change." 
K Srinivas of Greenpeace suggests alternative way forward:

“There are alternative energy pathways that are available to meet India’s development needs without the hidden costs associated with fossil fuel based energy systems. A combination of Renewable Energy and Energy Efficiency has the potential to supply 60% of India’s Electricity with appropriate policy measures,  while reducing the carbon intensity of our energy to a quarter of the current carbon intensity levels”

Talking of policy needs on climate change, Shruti Shukla of WWF India says: 
“The window for action on Climate is closing pretty rapidly. It is crucial that large developing Asian economies like India begin to assess the potential impacts and costs of Climate Change to its people and economy. The Bali Conference is a very crucial meeting of Parties to the Kyoto Protocol and needs to provide a clear Roadmap for Post 2012 framework for an International Treaty on Climate."
